Terroir: Clay-limestone terroir with a predominance of clay in the middle of the
east-facing slope

Care: Specific pruning and debudding care to obtain even maturity between very
old vines and old vines

Age: 40 years
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Appearance : Nice cherry robe with tints of purple

Bouquet : Open and pleasant nose on fresh fruits such as strawberry and
raspberry. Touch of smoke and animal substances

In the mouth : The mouth is full of fruits and delicate. Nice complexity with a

nice ageing potential
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
